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The New Bishop Speaks His Vision

Al 150 or so priests of the Diocese of Harrisburg gathered Oct. 10-15 at the Hunt
Valley, Md., Marriott Convention Center for their annual continuing education work-
shop. In addition to presentations on exorcisms, demonic possessions, preaching, and
changing church demographics, Bishop Joseph P. McFadden addressed the clergy
the final morning. He spoke of his general vision for the future and the importance of
parishes being centers for prayer. His remarks definitely impact our life as a faith
commaunity here at Sacred Heart, Lewistown.

Be People of Prayer by Fr. Bill

Standing on the dais before a hall full of his priests at a Hunt Valley, Md., hotel, Bishop Joseph P.
McFadden emphasized the need for holiness on the part of everyone, both clergy and laity. Prayer, evan-
gelization, the Sacrament of Penance, catechetics, and stewardship are his top tools for achieving this.

“The Diocese of Harrisburg will only be successful and good if our parishes are successful and our parish-
es are good in following Jesus,” he said. “Our churches and our parishes need to become genuine schools
of prayer.”

“We need to take a look at our parishes,” he continued. “Are we encouraging our people to lead a holy
life?” He encouraged opportunities for Bible studies and prayer groups. “In my mind, education and
prayer should be a key part in our pastoral planning as parishes.”

Speaking directly to those attending, he said, “I hope that all of us are committed to growing in holiness
as priests. This call to holiness was a clarion call of the 2nd Vatican Council. We shall not be saved by a
formula but by a person, the person of Jesus Christ. The program already exists. The plan involves Je-
sus being known, loved and imitated.”

He commended our diocese for sticking with annual Eucharistic Devotions (40 Hours) in the parishes
when most dioceses of the country have dropped it. He said that priests “should stress the Sunday Eu-
charist as a centerpiece of our Catholic faith.”

He acknowledged the drop-off of Sunday Mass attendance over recent years and linked it to the loss of
the sense of the Sabbath Day, i.e., Sunday as a day of worship, rest, and family time together. In the
coming months he said that he wants to look at ways to reach the unchurched. “Look at the Muslims in
Europe,” he said. “Why are they growing and increasing? How well are we teaching the faith?”

He stressed revival of Sacrament of Penance use and encouraged priests to increase time available for
confessions. “There will be no renewal without the renewing of this sacrament,” he said. He acknowl-
edged that priests comment on lack of people coming to confession and that merely increasing hours
would be futile. He responded by saying that “a priest sitting in the confessional for an hour or two, on a
regular basis, is a great symbol of a father who sits and waits for his son to return.” In a haunting com-
parison between a lone priest in the confessional (without penitents) and the Prodigal Son parable, he
said, “How that father must have sat by the window, looking out over the fields for his son to return. It is
hard work but it is grace-filled work.”

As pastor, I very much like what the bishop is saying. My enthusiasm for door-to-door visitation earned
me the nickname “Robin Religion” by my fellow seminarians (Fr. Frank Karwacki, my friend, was
known as “Captain Catholic.”) And so I would love to get evangelization efforts going here; some kind of
visitation to lapsed and inactive parishioners, inviting them back, maybe through a Legion of Mary prae-
sidium. As for spiritual renewal, I encourage attendance on a Cursillo weekend, held Thursday night
through Sunday night at St. Pius X church, Selinsgrove. The next women’s weekend is March 9-13, 2011
and next men’s is March 17-20. Call me for an application. And let’s pray that the bishop’s vision—and
God’s—be realized at Sacred Heart, Lewistown.

| | Sevenfold Gifts of the Holy Spirit—

in art (with a
concentration
in oil painting),
she found that
her busy sched-
ule did not
allow her the
time to actually
do any real artwork. Several years ago,
however, while attending a religious educa-

tion conference at the Diocese of Harrisburg,
Anne Marie attended a workshop presented
by Jody Cole, a well known iconographer in
the Harrisburg area. You have probably seen
some of Jody’s work (i.e. the icon of St. Paul
which was used throughout the diocese dur-
ing the year of St. Paul 2008-2009). After the
workshop, Anne Marie talked with Jody and
has since taken eight classes under her. De-
spite her background in art, writing an icon
was a new experience for her. To date, Anne
Marie has written over 30 icons. If you come
to Anne Marie’s home, you will usually find
at least one icon being “written” at any par-
ticular time. Anne Marie often gets together
with other iconographers to do various pro-

jects and exchange ideas. Creating this type

of art is very involved and rewarding.

Several months ago, Anne Marie received a
commission to 'write’ two icons for a church
in the Greensburg Diocese. She has also
received several other commissions which
she will begin working on shortly. Most com-
missions require research into the life of the
saint about which she is 'writing.” Anne Ma-
rie says, “For me, this is the perfect way to
continue learning more about my faith and
to grow spiritually. Many prayers and inten-
tions go into each Icon that I ’write’ and I
pray that God’s word and message will be
received and spread.”

that 100 years. Religious icons, on the
" other hand, have been with us for
almost 2000 years.

According to tradition, St. Luke was
one of the first iconographers who
began ‘writing’ icons sometime after
the death and resurrection of Jesus
but before the death of the Blessed
Mother. Yes, the correct term is
‘writing’ not painting. God is the true
author of an icon because he gives the
iconographer the ideas, skills, etc. to
create the icon. An iconographer never
signs his/her name on the front but
may sign a work on the back by stat-
ing that the icon was written by the
hand of . The purpose of an icon
is to spread the word of Jesus through
art.

In the Eastern Church icons are

. known as “Windows into Heaven.”
Icons are used extensively in the East-
ern Church while in the Western
Church we tend to use statues, etc.

Icons are liturgical art. Just like recit-
ing prayers or singing religious songs,
icons are a form of prayer. Intentions
are written into icons and each brush
stroke becomes a prayer. Even gazing
upon an icon is a prayer. Icons are
usually blessed and should be treated
accordingly.

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message is given to us by the some-
what flat and often cartoon like na-
ture of this type of art in order to
show us that heaven is very different
from this earth.

There is a great deal of symbolism
used when ‘writing’ religious icons.
When writing icons depicting Jesus,
we see the letters IC XC which are
Greek abbreviations for “This is
Jesus Christ’ and there is always a
cross with the letters WOH in the
halo surrounding the face of our
Lord. The letters WOH are Greek
abbreviations for ‘1 AM WHO AM,’
which is how God described himself
to Moses from the burning bush. In
many icons of Christ and the saints
the right hand forms the letter IC
XC. Mary is almost always depicted
with three stars on her garments
which represent her virginity before, |
during and after the birth of Jesus.

Many layers of paint (some transpar-
ent) are used when writing an icon.
An example of this can be seen in the
flesh. The flesh areas are first cov-
ered with a dark brown paint
(several layers of sankir—brown
paint). A number of tangerine coats
are later added. This is followed by

many layers of a yellowish highlight and finally layers of an even
lighter yellow. An iconographer always works from dark colors to

When looking at an icon you will notice several things: borders are
painted on the icon and they represent earth, the background of the
icon is often a light color (yellow or gold) to represent heaven and the
uncreated light of God, the halo (usually made with 24K gold) sym-

light colors, just as our journey on earth, hopefully, goes toward the
light of God.
